(Use hands to make an "S" and a "T" on the relevant words)

he can do for me and you. 

(Both hands point to self and then to others)

He may not ask us to change our name,

(Shake head negatively from "change") - possibly introduce as healthy neck exercises!

But he can make us different people just the same.

(Nod head positively from "just") - and scientifically chosen to use all muscles!

(As at the beginning)

nb The gesture of surprise is intended to be the sort of stereotyped gesture used in "Fiddler on the Roof".

(Hands to cover eyes)

(Right hand forward, index finger pointed up, gesture of affirmation)
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
