The survival Kit should take about 15-20 minutes (including the report back).


The activity is an excellent test of planning and lateral thinking. it is relatively self-explanatory, simply hand one out per Patrol or pair or per person, give them about 10-15 minutes and then conduct the report back.


the report back is fairly important as the patrol may have picked a ‘wrong’ item for reasons which no-one else has thought of.
